(Passengers own 
expense)  From here we head straight for the Kernewek Lowender Cornish Festival in Moonta.  The first festival was held in 1973 
and today still proudly retains its original constitutional aim to revive the traditions of the Cornish heritage of the Northern Yorke 
Peninsula. We can spend some time in Moonta and take in the festivities, before we make our way down to Edithburgh for the 
next two nights’ accommodation.      (Dinner included today)

DAY 1: RENMARK TO MOONTA & EDITHBURGH: Friday 17 May 2019          (D)

DAY 2: THE LOWER YORKE PENINSULA: Saturday 18 May 2019                 (BLD)
Today we spend the day exploring the southern section of the Yorke Peninsula. It’s just a short walk from our motel to the 
Edithburgh Museum to see a vast collection of items relating to the early settlement of the area and its nautical history. From 
Edithburgh we drive via Yorketown to the Bublacowie Military Museum. Here we will find medals, uniforms and memorabilia, as 
well as the very personal photographs and memorabilia of local servicemen and women who served their country in all major 
conflicts. On arrival we can enjoy a cup of tea or coffee, and then take a guided tour of the museum and its grounds, followed by 
lunch. This afternoon we call into the National Trust listed; Minlaton Museum followed by the Harry Butler Red Devil Memorial. 
From Minlaton we take a sightseeing drive along the western side of the Peninsula through Hardwicke Bay to Warooka and 
complete our day by returning to Edithburgh and enjoy dinner in the Edithburgh Hotel. (Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner included 
today) 

DAY 3: KERNEWEK LOWENDER CORNISH FESTIVAL: Sunday 19 May 2019                 (BD)
This morning we head to Kadina for more of the festival. In Ardrossan we can have our morning break and take some time to 
purchase morning tea from the local bakery. (Passengers own expense)  Today the main event of the festival will be the Cavalcade 
of cars and motor cycles that begins in Wallaroo and will journey through the region.  The event attracts more than 500 entries 
from around Australia comprising veteran, vintage and classic vehicles as well as motorcycles.  Ending at the Kadina Oval’s Fun 
Fair we take a sneak peek up close to see the vehicles whilst enjoying the fair-style atmosphere.  Not far away is the Farm Shed 
Museum and Tourism Centre. Here we can discover how the discovery of minerals put the Yorke Peninsula on the world map. 
“Kadina's Story" is a photographic display depicting the history of the Peninsula's largest and most important town and the 
agricultural display tells of the evolution of farming machinery which forms the basis of the National Dryland Farming Interpretive 
Centre. On conclusion of our visit we check in to our Motel in Kadina for the next 2 nights of the tour.  (Breakfast and dinner 
included)

DAY 4: THE NORTHERN YORKE PENINSULA: Monday 20 May 2019                            (BLD)

The 3 townships of Kadina, Moonta and Wallaroo are collectively referred to as the “Copper Triangle” and today we will be 
exploring Wallaroo and Moonta. We have a short drive across to Wallaroo and welcome a local guide on board the coach for a 
brief sightseeing tour of the area and the Copper Cove Wallaroo Marina. Our morning visit is to the Wallaroo Heritage and 
Nautical Museum, originally a Post Office, this historic building houses extensive displays of the copper smelting era which lasted 
from 1861 - 1923, postal  and telephone history, religious and civic affairs, industry, sport, entertainment, extensive nautical, and 
general local history displays. After lunch in Wallaroo, we drive to Moonta and visit the Moonta Tourist Office. Located in the 
former Moonta Railway Station and built in 1909, this beautiful old building is one of several built throughout the state of the 
same design, including the Wallaroo Railway Station. Our final visit for the day is at the Moonta Mines Museum, discovering the 
detailed history of the mining industry and the people engaged in mining in the local area. There are hands-on exhibits which 
demonstrate the cycle of mining and there are very substantial rooms full of memorabilia which is well displayed. There are also 
interesting displays relating to the lodges and friendly societies which operated in the town and an entire classroom has been left 
intact (dating back to 1900) as though the teacher only departed a few minutes ago. Back on the coach we return to Kadina and 
enjoy our final dinner together of the tour.  (Breakfast, lunch and dinner included) 

DAY 5: HEADING HOME: Tuesday 21 May 2019                                            (BL)

This morning we farewell our hosts and start our return journey to the Riverland. Our morning stop is in Clare with some free time 
to look through the local shops. From here we head south to Auburn for our lunch stop at the Rising Sun Hotel. This afternoon’s 
journey takes us through Kapunda and Truro, then arriving home later in the afternoon. (Breakfast and lunch included)
